Core Courses

Literature, Informational text, Foundational
skills Writing, Listening, Speaking and
Language

Department: English

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 4

English adopts the California CCS. Students
read literature and learn how to refer to details
and examples in a text. Determine a theme of
a story, drama or poem. Describe characters
and story elements in depth, determine the
meaning of words and phrases, explain major
differences between poems, drama and prose,
compare and contrast the point of view from
different stories narrated, make connections
between the text, compare and contrast the
treatment of similar themes and topics. Read
and comprehend literature including stories,
dramas and poetry.

Students will work on reading foundational
skills by knowing and applying grade level
phonics and word analysis skills in decoding
words and reading with sufficient accuracy and
fluency to support comprehension.

Writing in Grade four focuses on opinion,
informative and narratives. Guidance will be
given to students to use technology, including
the internet to produce and publish writing as
well as to interact and collaborate with others,
develop and strengthen writing as needed by
planning, revising, and editing. Conduct short
research projects and recall information and
experiences from print and digital resources.
Take notes and categorize information. Draw
evidence from literary or informational text to

support analysis, reflection and research. Write
over extended periods.

They will be able to engage effectively in
collaborative conversations with diverse
partners on grade 4 topics and texts, building
on others ideas and expressing their own
clearly. Paraphrase portions of a text read
aloud or information presented in diverse
media and formats, identify the reasons and
evidence a speaker provides, reports on a
topic or text, tell a story, recount an experience,
add audio recordings and visual displays to
presentations. Differentiate between texts that
call for formal and informal English.
Demonstrate capitalization, punctuation and
spelling when writing, speaking, reading or
listening. Use knowledge of language and its
conventions to clarify the meaning of known
and unknown multiple- meaning words and
phrases, figurative language, word
relationships such as idioms, similes and
metaphors. Acquire and use accurately grade
appropriate conversations, general academic
and domain specific words and phrases
including those that signal precise actions,
emotions or states of being.

Mathematics
Department: Math
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 4

In grade 4, Math adopts THE California CCS.
Instructional time should focus on three critical
areas: (1) developing understanding and
fluency with multi-digit multiplication, and
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developing understanding of dividing to find
quotients involving multi-digit dividends; (2)
developing an understanding of fraction
equivalence, addition and subtraction of
fractions with like denominators, and
multiplication of fractions by whole numbers;
(3) understanding that geometric figures can
be analyzed and classified based on their
properties, such as having parallel sides,
perpendicular sides, particular angle
measures, and symmetry.

Geometry

Science
Department: Science
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 4

The Science subject adopts the NGSS
standards. Instructional time focuses on using
a model of waves to describe patterns of
waves in terms of amplitude and wavelength,
and that waves can cause objects to move.
Students are expected to develop
understanding of the effects of weathering or
the rate of erosion by water, ice, wind, or
vegetation. They apply their knowledge of
natural Earth processes to generate and
compare multiple solutions to reduce the
impacts of such processes on humans. In
order to describe patterns of Earth’s features,
students analyze and interpret data from maps.
Fourth graders are expected to develop an
understanding that plants and animals have
internal and external structures that function to
support survival, growth, behavior, and
reproduction. By developing a model, they

describe that an object can be seen when light
reflected from its surface enters the eye.
Students are able to use evidence to construct
an explanation of the relationship between the
speed of an object and the energy of that
object. Students are expected to develop an
understanding that energy can be transferred
from place to place by sound, light, heat, and
electric currents or from object to object
through collisions. They apply their
understanding of energy to design, test, and
refine a device that converts energy from one
form to another.

Department: ICT
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 4

Scratch Junior: ScratchdJr is an introductory
programming language that enables young
children to create their own interactive stories
and games. Children snap together graphical
programming blocks to make characters move,
jump, dance, and sing. Children can modify
characters in the paint editor, add their own
voices and sounds, even insert photos of
themselves -- then use the programming
blocks to make their characters come to life.

Health and Physical Education

Grade Level: 4

Physical Education

Physical Education in grade 4 is an essential
resource for the development, implementation,
and evaluation of (California standards) based
physical education programs.

Fourth-grade students are at a transitional
stage between childhood and youth. There is
still very little difference in motor skill
performance between boys and girls, and there
should be equal expectations for both in terms
of physical performance.

Fourth grade marks a period of increased
curiosity and rapid mental growth. Attention
spans increase; consequently, students can
focus for longer periods of time on learning
movement concepts and principles. Specific
principles and concepts for this grade level
include basic offensive and defensive
strategies and the correct way to perform
motor skills.

Fourth-grade students apply non-locomotor
skills to balancing stunts with a partner. They
also apply locomotor skills to individual
offensive and defensive moves (e.g., a slide in
basketball defence) and to jumping a
self-turned rope.

Manipulative skill practice takes on a much
greater role in fourth-grade physical education
as students improve their form for throwing,
catching, kicking, punting, striking, serving,
hand-dribbling, foot-dribbling, trapping, and

volleying using a forearm pass in a variety of
situations.

Fourth graders are continuing to grow in
self-confidence that leads to a newfound sense
of freedom. They are likely to test rules during
play and challenge how rules apply to them.
Winning becomes important, so teachers will
need to emphasize self-competition over team
competition. Explaining the purpose of rules is
important at this stage of development and will
help to eliminate many unnecessary conflicts.
Belonging is still important at this stage, so
learning opportunities that involve small-group
activities and modified team games are
appropriate.

Health Education

Quality health education programs help
students achieve their highest academic
potential. The Health Education Content
California Standards for grade 4 provides
guidance on the essential skills and
knowledge.

The health education content standards
represent our commitment to promoting
excellence in health education for all students.
Health education addresses the physical and
mental aspects of health and teaches students
how to maintain and improve their health;
prevent disease; reduce health-related risk
behaviors; and develop health knowledge,
attitudes, and skills that foster academic
achievement, increase attendance rates, and
improve behavior at school.

It is essential that students learn how to
manage health problems they already face and
to avoid additional health problems in the
future.

Visual Arts
Department: Art
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 4

The Visual Art course will provide students the
foundational

skills to be successful in a studio environment.
Using the Elements of Art and Principles of
Design as the framework, students will feel
confident in creating their own style of art.
Students will explore and use a variety of
materials safely during the creative process.
The courses explicitly teach art techniques
through modeling and connecting them to
master artists. During the creative process,
students will apply art vocabulary, procedures,
as well as time-management and collaborative
skills. They will develop their observational
skills, prior knowledge, and art critique skills to
reflect on and interpret works of art.
Throughout each multifaceted lesson the
students will make connections to art and
various cultures around the world. The course
offers rich text to support art history instruction,
including information on artists and art
movements over time. The Visual Art course
integrates standards from all the core subject
areas including Math, Social Studies, Science,
and Language Arts. The Visual Art course will
develop students fine motor skills, critical
thinking skills, creativity, and their appreciation
for global communities.

Themes/Domains covered

Students use their knowledge of proportion
and measurement learned in mathematics
when they create a portrait. Measuring from
the top of the head to under the chin, they find
that the eyes are halfway between. Another
thing learned is that blank space in a painting
(negative space) is just as important to what is

being expressed as are the objects in the
painting (positive space). And by learning the
concept of point of view, students can describe
how a person’s own cultural point of view may
influence that person’s responses to a work of
art. Connecting the visual arts and California
history, they can discuss the content of
artworks created by artists from various
cultures.
