Core Courses

Literature, Vocabulary, Grammar, and
Writing

Department: English

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 6

English adopts the Common Core Standards
(California state) ..Students’ literacy is
reinforced through exposure to literary texts
and lays the foundation for the study of various
literary genres. The reading selections offer a
diversity of texts that include realistic/science
fiction, short story, informational texts, and
literary poems; the latter being newly
introduced.

Students are required to understand and apply
comprehension skills that strengthen their
overall grasping of ideas and analytical/critical
thinking abilities. These include understanding
characters, sequencing events, comparing and
contrasting, distinguishing between facts and
opinions, aligning themes with genres,
identifying causes and effects, specifying
authors’ purposes and discerning main ideas
from supporting details.

The course also puts emphasis on the basics
of research through projects (performance
skills) relating to real-life situations. Locally and
globally.

Basic skills of grammar, spelling and
punctuation are strictly re-addressed, and
stressed on in order to accustom students to
their importance in writing.

Genres of writing include personal or fictional
narratives, short stories, classification essays
and different types of paragraph writing like
argumentative, procedural, cause and effect,

compare and contrast, problem-solution, and
opinion paragraphs.

Students are expected to practice their
listening and speaking skills through the
reading of stories/texts and participation in
classroom discussions. Finally, students have
to prepare a performance skills project in which
they do their own research about a certain
topic, create and write their own ideas and
present their work to the class.

Mathematics
Department: Math
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 6

The number systemThe CCSS Mathematics in
grade 6 provide students with a foundation of
math skills essential for success in higher math
courses. Students engage in problem solving
situations that require application of skills to
make real-life connections to learned concepts.
Instructional time focuses on four critical areas:
(1) connecting ratio and rate to whole number
multiplication and division, and using concepts
of ratio and rate to solve problems; (2)
completing understanding of division of
fractions and extending the notion of number to
the system of rational numbers, which includes
negative numbers; (3) writing, interpreting, and
using expressions and equations; (4)
developing understanding of statistical
thinking.

The applications of science take
place through the use of reading, research,
observation, discussion, participation in
individual and group projects. The application
of the scientific research process involves
collecting and analyzing data as well as

Grade Level: 6

Physical Education

Physical Education in grade 6 is an essential
resource for the development, implementation,
and evaluation of (California standards) based
physical education programs.

Its adoption reinforces the importance of
physical education as a vital component of our
students’ educational experience and its
contribution to each student’s health and
well-being, social development, and readiness
to learn.

This course demonstrates students' proficiency
in the performance of the motor skills and
movement patterns needed to perform a
variety of sporting activities.
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numerous physical changes. The heart and
lungs are also increasing in size and capacity
proportionate to height and weight gains.
Students enjoy being active, engaging in
fithess activities, assessing their own fitness
levels, creating personal fitness plans, and
learning the cooperation that facilitates the
development of motor skills.

By the end of sixth grade, students can identify
different components of fitness patterns,
explain the contribution of movement qualities
to the dimension of physical activity, expand
their knowledge of motor learning and improve
their understanding of offensive strategies by
identifying opportunities to pass or dribble
while being closely guarded. In sixth grade,
students develop and learn cooperative games
that use rules, skills, and offensive strategies.
Health E ion:

Quality health education programs help
students achieve their highest academic
potential. The Health Education Content
California Standards for grade 6 provides
guidance on the essential skills and
knowledge.

The health education content standards
represent our commitment to promoting
excellence in health education for all students.
Health education addresses the physical,
mental, emotional, and social aspects of health
and teaches students how to maintain and
improve their health; prevent disease; reduce
health-related risk behaviors; and develop
health knowledge, attitudes, and skills that
foster academic achievement, increase
attendance rates, and improve behavior at
school.

It is essential that students learn how to
manage health problems they already face and
to avoid additional health problems in the
future.

Visual Arts
Department: Art
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 6

In sixth grade art, the Common Core
standards(California) are adopted whereby
students explore a variety of media as they
continue to build their skills in drawing,
painting, printmaking and sculpture. Targeted
skills include sharpening observation, building
a drawing through layers, developing forms
through shading, color mixing using analogous
tones, designing and creating using a variety of
tools and techniques to create two and
three-dimensional works of art.

The theory is introduced to further elaborate
upon ideas about color, perspective, and
design. Teachers discuss artists, artwork, and
provide technique demonstrations to develop
the four strands of art education: art
appreciation, art history, art production, and art
criticism; as well as problem-solving and
critical thinking skills.

This course offers instruction and opportunity
in the mediums of drawing, painting, and
printmaking.

Creative problem-solving skills and critical
thinking skills will be developed during the Art
course.
