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Grade Two
Course Descriptions

Core Courses

Literature, Informational text, Foundational
skills Writing, Listening, Speaking and
Language

Department: English

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 2

The English subject adops the California CCS.
Students read literature and learn how to ask
and answer questions such as who, what,
where, when, why and how to demonstrate
their understanding of key details in a text.
Recount stories, describe characters, words
and phrases, the overall story structure,
compare, contrast, and acknowledge
differences in the points of view of characters.
Read and comprehend literature including
stories and poetry.

Students will work on reading foundational
skills by recognizing and distinguishing
features of a sentence, demonstrating
understanding of spoken words, syllables and
phonemes, apply grade level phonics and word
analysis skills in decoding words and reading
with sufficient accuracy and fluency to support
comprehension.

Writing in Grade two will be focusing on
opinion, informative and narratives. Guidance
will be given to students to conduct research,
revise, edit and publish writing in collaboration
with their peers. Participate in shared research
and recall information and experiences from
provided sources.

They will be able to participate in collaborative
conversations with diverse partners and texts
in small and large groups while being able to
recount or describe key ideas or details, ask

and answer questions, recount and
experience, create audio recordings of short
stories or poems, add visual displays or
drawings and produce complete sentences.
Language will see students focusing on
demonstrating conventions of English grammar
and usage when writing or speaking, such as
use collective nouns, form irregular plural
nouns, use reflexive pronouns, irregular verbs,
adjectives and adverbs. Demonstrate
capitalization, punctuation and spelling when
writing, speaking, reading or listening. Use
knowledge of language and its conventions to
clarify the meaning of known and unknown
multiple- meaning words and phrases,
figurative language such as identify real life
connections and use words and phrases
acquired through conversations, reading, and
responding to texts.

Mathematics
Department: Math
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 2

In grade 2, Math adopts the California
CCSS.Instructional time focuses on four critical
areas: (1) extending understanding of base-ten
notation; (2) building fluency with addition and
subtraction; (3) using standard units of
measure; and (4) describing and analyzing
shapes.

Science
Department: Science
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 2

The Science subject adopts the NGSS
standards .Instructional time focuses on
developing an understanding of what plants
need to grow and how plants depend on
animals for seed dispersal and pollination.
Students are also expected to compare the
diversity of life in different habitats. An
understanding of observable properties of
materials is developed by students at this level
through analysis and classification of different
materials. Students are able to apply their
understanding of the idea that wind and water
can change the shape of the land to compare
design solutions to slow or prevent such
change. Students are able to use information
and models to identify and represent the
shapes and kinds of land and bodies of water
in an area and where water is found on Earth.

Department: ICT
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 2

Keynote Level 2: In this course students will
use the advanced features and elements of
Keynote app to make spectacular slides so

they can tell a story with pictures, create
tutorials and start with e-portfolio. Students will
experience the exporting process and
collaborating with others

Pages: In this course students will learn about
a powerful word processing app that allows
them to create visually, engaging, organized,
and personally expressive documents. We will
introduce the basic elements and features of
Pages, guide them through the reviewing and
sending process, and show them how to
collaborate on their document with others

Health and Physical Education
Department: PE

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 2

This course is designed to give students the
opportunity to learn through a comprehensive
sequentially planned Physical Education
program in accordance with the California
curriculum Physical Education Framework.
The emphasis is on how students move with
one another in space. Students will learn to
work cooperatively with a partner. They will
learn to demonstrate the qualities of movement
(space, time, force, flow, levels, directions, and
pathways) as they perform a variety of
fundamental locomotor (running, hopping,
skipping, jumping, leading, sliding, galloping)
and non-locomotor (bending, twisting, turning,
rocking, swaying, balancing, stretching,
pushing, and pulling) skills. Students will learn
to manipulate objects with a partner (throwing,
catching, striking, kicking, bouncing, and
rolling). Students will learn fitness concepts
and participate in a variety of fitness
development exercises. Students will learn
playground rules related to the use of
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equipment, safety and games. Units of
instruction include social skills, fitness,
movement education, and manipulatives.
Health Education

Quality health education programs help
students achieve their highest academic
potential. The Health Education Content
California Standards for grade 1/2/3 provides
guidance on the essential skills and
knowledge.

Health education involves learning about the
habits, behaviours, interactions and decisions
related to healthy daily living and planning for
the future. The home, school and community
play important roles in contributing to the
healthy personal development of students, by
providing an opportunity for them to consider
information and acquire, practise and
demonstrate strategies for dealing with the
challenges of life and living.

The aim of the health curriculum is to enable
students to make well-informed, healthy
choices and to develop behaviours that
contribute to the well-being of self and others.
» To make responsible and healthy choices,
students need to know how to seek out
relevant and accurate information. They learn
health-related information from many sources,
including home, school, peers, the community
and the media. This program assists students
in identifying reliable sources of information
and in becoming discerning consumers of
health-related information.

+ Students develop decision-making skills that
support informed personal health practices and
responsibility for health, learn to prevent or
reduce risk, and have opportunities to
demonstrate caring for self and others.

« Students focus on safety and injury
prevention and develop strategies to assess
risk, to reduce potential harm, and to identify
support systems for self and others. Students
learn about products, substances and

behaviours that may be injurious to their
health. They also learn strategies to use in
unsafe situations.

« Students are encouraged to promote and
maintain health as a valued and valuable
resource, and to examine health issues and
factors that promote or limit good health. They
gain an understanding of their individual
behaviours, as well as social and
environmental factors which all have an impact
on their health.

Visual Arts
Department: Art
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 2

The Visual Art course will provide students the
foundational skills to be successful in a studio
environment.

Using the Elements of Art and Principles of
Design as the framework, students will feel
confident in creating their own style of art.
Students will explore and use a variety of
materials safely during the creative process.
The courses explicitly teach art techniques
through modeling and connecting them to
master artists. During the creative process,
students will apply art vocabulary, procedures,
as well as time-management and collaborative
skills. They will develop their observational
skills, prior knowledge, and art critique skills to
reflect on and interpret works of art.
Throughout each multifaceted lesson the
students will make connections to art and
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various cultures around the world. The course
offers rich text to support art history instruction,
including information on artists and art
movements over time. The Visual Art course
integrates standards from all the core subject
areas including Math, Social Studies, Science,
and Language Arts. The Visual Art course will
develop students fine motor skills, critical
thinking skills, creativity, and their appreciation
for global communities.

Students continue to expand their
understanding of the elements of art and apply
them as they learn to use basic tools and
art-making processes, such as printmaking
and collage. They describe art objects from
various cultures and time periods brought into
the classroom for analysis. The objects are
also analyzed by a docent from a local
museum. Now students are beginning to
evaluate their own work as they analyze what
they intended to paint and how well they
succeeded.
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
