Course Descriptions

Core Courses

Literature, Informational text, Foundational
skills Writing, Listening, Speaking and
Language

Department: English

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 3

The English subject adopts the California CCS
.Students read literature and learn how to ask
and answer questions to demonstrate
understanding of a text, referring explicitly to
the text as a basis for answers. Recount
stories, fables, folktales, describe characters
and explain their actions. Determine the
meaning of words and phrases, the overall
story structure, compare and contrast themes,
settings and plots, and distinguish their own
point of view from that of the narrator. Read
and comprehend literature including stories,
dramas and poetry.

Students will work on reading foundational
skills by knowing and applying grade level
phonics and word analysis skills in decoding
words and reading with sufficient accuracy and
fluency to support comprehension.

Writing in Grade three will be focusing on
opinion, informative and narratives. Guidance
will be given to students to conduct research,
plan, revise, edit and publish writing in
collaboration with their peers. Participate in
shared research and recall information and
experiences from print and digital resources.
Write routinely over extended time frames.
They will be able to engage effectively in
collaborative conversations with diverse
partners on grade 3 topics and texts, building
on others ideas and expressing their own

clearly. Determine main ideas and supporting
details of a text read aloud or information
presented, ask and answer questions about
information from a speaker, report on a topic or
text, create engaging audio recordings of
stories or poems. Speak in complete
sentences.

Language will see students focusing on
demonstrating conventions of English grammar
and usage when writing or speaking, such as
the functions of nouns, pronouns, verbs,
adjectives and adverbs. Form and use irregular
plural nouns, abstract nouns, irregular verbs,
subject and verb agreement, coordinating and
sub -coordinating conjunctions, produce
simple, compound and complex sentences.
Demonstrate capitalization, punctuation and
spelling when writing, speaking, reading or
listening. Use knowledge of language and its
conventions to clarify the meaning of known
and unknown multiple- meaning words and
phrases, figurative language such as identify
real life connections between words and their
use. Acquire and use accurately grade
appropriate conversations, general academic
and domain specific words and phrases.

Mathematics
Department: Math
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 3

In grade 3, Math adopts the California
CCS.Instructional focuses on four critical
areas: (1) developing understanding of
multiplication and division and strategies for
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multiplication and division within 100; (2)
developing understanding of fractions,
especially unit fractions (fractions with
numerator 1); (3) developing understanding of
the structure of rectangular arrays and of area;
and (4) describing and analyzing
two-dimensional shapes.

Department: Science
Length: 1 Year
Grade Level: 3

Instructional time should focus on organizing
and using data to describe typical weather
conditions expected during a particular season.
By applying their understanding of
weather-related hazards, students are able to
make a claim about the merit of a design
solution that reduces the impacts of such
hazards. Students are expected to develop an
understanding of the similarities and
differences of organisms’ life cycles. An
understanding that organisms have different
inherited traits, and that the environment can
also affect the traits that an organism develops,
is acquired by students at this level. In
addition, students are able to construct an
explanation using evidence for how the
variations in characteristics among individuals
of the same species may provide advantages
in surviving, finding mates, and reproducing.
Students are expected to develop an
understanding of types of organisms that lived
long ago and also about the nature of their
environments. Third graders are expected to

develop an understanding of the idea that
when the environment changes some
organisms survive and reproduce, some move
to new locations, some move into the
transformed environment, and some die.
Students are able to determine the effects of
balanced and unbalanced forces on the motion
of an object and the cause-and-effect
relationships of electric or magnetic
interactions between two objects not in contact
with each other. They are then able to apply
their understanding of magnetic interactions to
define a simple design problem that can be
solved with magnets.

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Health and Physical Education
Department: PE

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 3

This course is designed to give students the
opportunity to learn through a comprehensive
sequentially planned Physical Education
program in accordance with the California
curriculum Physical Education Framework. The
emphasis is on how students react and
respond to others and perform well-defined
combinations of movements. Students will
learn to develop patterns and combinations of
movements using locomotor and
non-locomotor skills. Students will continue to
learn to manipulate objects with a partner
(throwing, catching, striking, and kicking).
Students will learn to analyze their
performance in order to learn or improve a
movement skill. Students will continue to learn
fithess concepts and participate in a variety of
fitness development exercises. Students will
learn playground rules related to the use of
equipment, safety and games. Units of
instruction include social skills, fitness,
movement education, and manipulatives.

Health Education

Quality health education programs help
students achieve their highest academic
potential. The Health Education Content
California Standards for grade 1/2/3 provides
guidance on the essential skills and
knowledge.

Health education involves learning about the
habits, behaviours, interactions and decisions
related to healthy daily living and planning for
the future. The home, school and community
play important roles in contributing to the
healthy personal development of students, by
providing an opportunity for them to consider

information and acquire, practise and
demonstrate strategies for dealing with the
challenges of life and living.

The aim of the health curriculum is to enable
students to make well-informed, healthy
choices and to develop behaviours that
contribute to the well-being of self and others.
» To make responsible and healthy choices,
students need to know how to seek out
relevant and accurate information. They learn
health-related information from many sources,
including home, school, peers, the community
and the media. This program assists students
in identifying reliable sources of information
and in becoming discerning consumers of
health-related information.

« Students develop decision-making skills that
support informed personal health practices and
responsibility for health, learn to prevent or
reduce risk, and have opportunities to
demonstrate caring for self and others.

» Students focus on safety and injury
prevention and develop strategies to assess
risk, to reduce potential harm, and to identify
support systems for self and others. Students
learn about products, substances and
behaviours that may be injurious to their
health. They also learn strategies to use in
unsafe situations.

» Students are encouraged to promote and
maintain health as a valued and valuable
resource, and to examine health issues and
factors that promote or limit good health. They
gain an understanding of their individual
behaviours, as well as social and
environmental factors which all have an impact
on their health.

Visual Arts

Department: Art

Length: 1 Year

Grade Level: 3

The Visual Art course will provide students the
foundational skills to be successful in a studio
environment.Using the Elements of Art and
Principles of Design as the framework,
students will feel confident in creating their own
style of art. Students will explore and use a
variety of materials safely during the creative
process. The courses explicitly teach art
techniques through modeling and connecting
them to master artists. During the creative
process, students will apply art vocabulary,
procedures, as well as time-management and
collaborative skills. They will develop their
observational skills, prior knowledge, and art
critique skills to reflect on and interpret works
of art. Throughout each multifaceted lesson the
students will make connections to art and
various cultures around the world. The course
offers rich text to support art history instruction,
including information on artists and art
movements over time. The Visual Art course
integrates standards from all the core subject
areas including Math, Social Studies, Science,
and Language Arts. The Visual Art course will
develop students fine motor skills, critical
thinking skills, creativity, and their appreciation
for global communities.

Themes/Domains covered

Students increase their understanding of how
to create the illusion of space and apply those
techniques in their own work, allowing them to
reconize near and far distances in a painting.
They also compare works of art made with
different media, such as watercolor or oil paint,
and different art objects, such as a woodcut or
computer- generated prints. Creating works of
visual art based on their observations of

objects and scenes, they include drawing,
painting, sculpture, printmaking, and other
forms of expression in their efforts. Students
also become familiar with local artists and their
works as well as artists throughout the state
and from various parts of the world. Students’
progress into analyzing how diverse works
may communicate similar themes, ideas, or
moods and can distinguish among
representational, abstract, and
nonrepresentational works of art, including
developing and applying appropriate criteria for
evaluation. For example, they might consider
how effectively the artist used elements of art,
such as line, shape, and color, to communicate
a mood. In addition, students apply criteria to
their own artwork and explain how it might be
improved. Another activity allows students to
apply their understanding of the
communicative quality of the visual arts as they
describe, for example, how costumes
contribute to the meaning of a dance, how an
artist tells a story in a figurative painting, how a
work of art can be the inspiration for a poem,
or how artists have affected people’s lives.
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
